AN INNOVATIVE LACTATION EDUCATION COURSE

· Arts/humanities-based approach to extend and enrich the usually science-based clinical lactation education. It follows the example of many medical schools around the world. Try it! It’s different, thought-provoking, and fun
· This approach to lactation professional development has the emphasis on HOW we practice; a right brain counter-balance to the more usual left-brain approach.

· In each workshop we:
· Examine research that underpins the integration of humanities and sciences to benefit lactation practitioner observation, visual thinking, communication skills, professional satisfaction, and supervision.
· One each of the six course days we look at two pieces of fine art linked to a particular DCO Topic with a view to developing observation skills relevant to the ‘detective work, creative problem-solving in complex cases, and facilitated discussion of the practice implications with other lactation consultants.
· We conclude those with a short, relaxed guided visualisation that leads us into a time to explore the individual lactation specialists’ own practice and lactation issues through a simple self-selected practical creative activity.
· We address ethics, considering our own lactation practice, reassessing our personal priorities. Previous students have used this process to make decisions about their future career path, the style of their practice, ways to solve problems at their place of work, trigger further academic study and to address personal self-care.

· Absolutely no knowledge or ability in art is needed - it is not about art knowledge or creating nice images - but totally about the process and what it throws up, focussing on issues relating to professional practice and thus providing supervision in-the-round. 
· We study and interact with a relaxed style, in the company of other lactation enthusiasts working together on our favourite topic!  We look, describe, listen, consider, reflect, question, and laugh.  There are no lectures, no tests to pass, no textbook reading, no nodding off after lunch… 😊 These are not study days!

COURSE STRUCTURE AND HOURS

· The course totals six days in interactive workshop format with six reflection homeworks, comprising a total of 42 course hours specific to lactation issues and 6 hours specific to ethical issues. 

· The workshops are via Zoom, 10am – 4pm, 

· Each of the Homeworks is made up of 3 hours of reflecting and writing (2 hours lactation-specific & 1 hour Ethics). It is based on 4 questions adapted from and suitable also for NMC Revalidation. You have 2 weeks in which to submit the Homework.

ARE YOU AN IBCLC DUE TO RECERTIFY?  
· You will know that you need to take the Continuing Education Self-Assessment and that your scores will determine any specific specified Detailed Content Outline (DCO) topic area(s) where you will need specific CERPs.

· Deborah Robertson’s Reflecting Upon the Art of Lactation Practice Course is designed to meet and exceed those IBCLC Recertification DCO requirements, whatever your Self-Assessment score.  

· So, by the end of the course, you would gain an attendance and completion certificate comprising 6 hours study in each in each DCO topic area I-VII.  Plus 6 hrs in ethical issues arising.
